School Governing Body - Parent Governor Election(s)
There is one vacancy for Parent Governors to serve on the Governing Body of Pike Fold Primary School starting immediately and one for January 2016.
The other members of the Governing Body represent the Local Authority, the school Staff, the local community . The powers and responsibilities of Governors have changed in recent times.  Governors should act in a strategic role, as a ‘critical friend’ to the school and be accountable for their responsibilities.

Some parents may be put off by the amount of work involved in being a Governor, or feel that they do not have the necessary expertise, knowledge or skills to carry out the role effectively.  However, parents have much to offer to their local schools and can play a vital part in helping schools to meet the needs of the children and communities they serve.

It is very important that parents stand for election to the Governing Body so that the views of parents are represented on it. Otherwise, a parent may be appointed to serve who has no children in your child’s school and who knows very little about the school and its local community.

The term of office is 4 years, in terms of effectiveness and continuity it is important that you are able to commit for the next 4 years (obviously sometimes situations change.) It is also vital that you can commit to attend every meeting which take place once per half term.

Governors are not expected to be instant experts.  Successful candidates will be provided with relevant information, by the Local Authority and the school, once they are elected, and it is expected that they will take part in training events to help them learn about their role. The Governor Support Service offer advice and support to Governors on all aspects of their role.

Remember, decisions taken by the Governing Body will affect your child’s future education.  To make sure you have a voice in that decision making, please make every effort to take part in these elections.

Please ask the head for a nomination form, which you must complete if you are interested. You will need to get two other parents to support your nomination.  (seconders)
